1. Photo — This tool is used to take a photo and upload it straight to SeeSaw. Simply show what you
have done, click the photo icon, add any information and click the green tick to upload the image.
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2. Drawing — As mentioned previously, this tool can be used to draw, use the text feature to type, add
a voice note or add a photo as a response.
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3. Video — As the photo icon, the video tool allows you to shoot a video straight onto SeeSaw.
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4. Upload - The upload tool could be used to display work your child has done. Whether it is some
writing they have done or if they have completed some practical work. Simply take your photo or
video, click on the upload tool (as above) and choose the file you would like to upload.
