Ready Steady Grow!

Welcome to Reception! This half term, we will be looking at our Ready Steady Grow topic. We will explore some key themes such as growth, life cycles, minibeasts and plants! Throughout this topic we will access a wide variety of fiction and non-fiction texts!

Children will also be starting Phase 4 whilst still consolidating Phase 3 in Little Wandle Letters and Sounds scheme. They will continue with weekly Drawing Club and handwriting to reinforce correct letter formation.  
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We will continue to promote positivity where children can build a can-do attitude! We will deepen our understanding of how we can resolve problems and conflicts. Children will be encouraged to set targets and reflect on their progress in achieving them. 
Communication and Language
Children will be building confidence in their conversational skills through back-and-forth exchanges. We will be encouraging and modelling the correct use of tense when discussing sequence and events. This term we will continue to broaden our vocabulary and language skills.
Expressive Arts and Design
We will be building an understanding of how we can make colours darker and lighter. During our play we will encourage children to explore role play and the small world so they can retell events and experiences. In our rhyme and play time we will be explore how we can change and use our voices. 
Understanding the World
We will be looking at living things and the life cycles of some plants and animals. We will make comparisons of animals and develop and understanding of the purpose of parts of a plant. We will also be exploring the ways in which we are all different and how we can celebrate and respect those differences. 


Maths
In Maths we will be: 
· Building a deeper understanding of numbers to 20. 
· Exploring addition and subtraction.
· Manipulating shape 
· Sharing and grouping 
· Deepening our understanding of odd and even
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Physical Development
In our PE we will continue to explore our new topic following the Complete PE framework. Within our fine motor skills, we will continue to develop accuracy in forming lower case letters. Children will also be encouraged to use a knife to cut food whilst holding another piece with a fork.
Phonics
In phonics we will be reviewing sounds taught so far whilst moving onto Phase 4. The is will explore short vowels with adjacent consonants, longer words, compound words and suffixes. Children will continue to receive a school reading book matched to their phonics assessment.
